Must we ‘see’ in order to trust?
Definitions or meanings for Doubt:

1. Short Version: Faith: Forever Am | T rusting Him !

m  Christian faith is an attitude of trust rooted in the God who has revealed Himself
in Jesus Christ & His Scriptures.

Five Principles concerning Faith:

PRINCIPLE 1: Faith is Substance.

Consider it pure joy, my brothers, whenever you face trials of many kinds, because you
know that the testing of your faith develops perseverance. Perseverance must finish its
work so that you may be mature and complete, not lacking anything.  Jas 1:2-4

PRINCIPLE 2: Faith is evidence.

“Let the the word of Christ richly dwell within you, with all wisdom teaching and
admonishing one another with psalms & hymns and spiritual songs, singing with
thankfulness in your hearts to God.” Col 3:16

PRINCIPLE 3: Faith is Hearing God’s Word.
'So faith comes from hearing, & hearing by the word of Christ.” Rom10:17

PRINCIPLE 4: Faith is not part of the Christian life, faith is the whole thing.

And my God will meet all your needs according to his glorious riches in Christ
Jesus. Phil 4:19

PRINCIPLE 5: Faith is ongoing...



1. Cultivate our faith _with God’s Word .
2. Confess your faith with _the mouth .

3. Center our faith with trusting action .

“But let him ask in faith, with _no doubting , for the one who doubts, is like a wave of
the sea that is driven & tosses by the wind.” Jas 1:6
