A Modern-Day Man After God’s Own Heart

Have you ever met someone who seems to live a life so beautiful and good that it

made you wonder, “How can I get for myself a life like that?”. When I think of such a

life, one of the people who comes to mind is Aiden Wilson Tozer. AW Tozer grew up

in the early part of the last century. While walking home from his job at a tire

company one day, teenage Tozer heard a street preacher say: "If you don't know

how to be saved, just call on God." The invitation struck something deep in the boy.

"Help me know you, God," he prayed. There began one of the great journeys of

discovering God ever recorded.

Though he had no formal theological training, Tozer set about trying to learn from

the Scriptures everything about the nature and personality of God he could. That

process of inquiry completely transformed his life. He went on to be a preacher for

some thirty years at the Southside Alliance Church in Chicago. Tozer wrote more

than 40 books, among them The Pursuit of God and The Knowledge of the Holy,

widely regarded now as among the great Christian classics.

In one of his books, Tozer wrote something that still challenges me today: "What

comes into our minds when we think about God is the most important thing about

us …. Man's spiritual history will positively demonstrate that no religion has ever

been greater than its idea of God." Hence, Tozer has left a very strong impression

of a man after God’s own heart.
